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zm seeks to foster òpartnerships in the gospeló between Christians and churches 

in the UK and their counterparts in Malawi and northern Mozambique.   

Although the main focus of our work is upon our African partners, zm also has a 

ministry role within the UK: through our Honorary Representatives we seek to 

encourage, serve and build up individuals and churches.  In December, we were 

delighted to appoint Carol Fernandez as a new Honorary Representative in East 

Anglia.  Our other Honorary Representatives are: Mike Berry (Midlands), Ralph 

Gunn (Scotland) and Stephen Williams (north-west England).  Our UK 

Development Manager Dave Brown also covers East Anglia, and from time to 

time Mission Director Mike Beresford visits churches throughout the UK.   

Richard Brassington, our Administrator, and Charlotte Dunning, zmõs Finance 

Assistant, are based in our office in York Baptist Church.  We are very thankful for 

all the volunteers who support the mission, particularly Jackie Beryl who helps in 

the office and Ruth Cresswell who administers our website.    

zmõs òpartnership in the gospeló is not a one-way 

relationship.  In September 2016, we invited the 

Chair and General Secretary of ZEC, Pastors Joe 

Tsokalida and Luckwell Mtima, as well as zm's 

Field Director Simon Chikwana, to visit the UK.  

The aim was two-fold: firstly, we wanted to bring 

the partnership with churches to life by them 

actually meeting leaders from the church in 

Malawi; secondly, as part of our inter-dependent 

relationship, we wished to learn from God 

through our brothers in Christ from Malawi.  zm 

believes that there are many ways in which the 

church in this wealthy (and often materialistic) 

country can learn from and receive spiritually 

from God through His church in Africa.  We were thankful and excited to see the 

way that the Lord spoke to believers in churches through our Malawian brothers.

In 1899 zmõs founder Joseph Booth wrote a petition entitled òAfrica for the 

Africanó, in which he advocated strongly for the indigenous African people in 

Malawi, then called Nyasaland.  His forthright views were years ahead of his time 

and were seen as revolutionary by the British colonial powers.  But today Boothõs 

concept of òAfrica for the Africanó is at the heart of everything that zm does.   

zm is an òenablingó organisation, not a òdoingó one.  This means that we work 

solely through partnership with national organisations.  These partners are 

churches or Christian organisations who share zmõs primary objective - to preach 

the gospel and extend and strengthen the church of Jesus Christ.

As part of our partnership with national Christians in 2016, zm has supported the 

following ministries:  

 

Orphan Daycare Centres (ODCs): 
Supported 264 children in centres run by ZEC 

at Ntonda, Nthorowa and Chifunga; 

Provided scholarships to allow 48 children 

from the ODCs to attend secondary school.  

 

Income-Generating Schemes: 
Supported 12 different income-generating 

projects, including eight different goat-rearing 

projects; as well as bee-keeping, pig-breeding, 

house rental and potato-growing projects.   

 

Disaster Relief: 
Purchased and stored over 70 tonnes of maize, 

in readiness for the òhunger seasonó between 

January and March 2017 when it will be 

distributed amongst the most vulnerable in ZEC.
